- The conservatism criticism of
supporting minority rights is that it
promotes division.

« The conservative criticism of
representation rights is that positive
discrimination is unfair.

- The conservative criticism of support
for minority rights undermines a
common culture.

« Minority rights emphasise the
divisions between groups in
society, by making minority
groups look inwards rather than
outwards, rather than what they
have in common.

« Positive discrimination leads to
resentment and division among
different groups in society by
creating resentment among the
majority culture and undermining
‘minority achievement.

« Promoting minority rights can be
seen as undermining the
common culture necessary for a
cohesive and harmonious society.
